Chair Last called the meeting to order at 8:04 a.m.

H.B. 392 Requirements for Career and Technical Education Teachers (Rep. B. Daw)
Rep. Daw explained the bill to the committee with the assistance of Ms. Amy Christian, teacher.

Dr. Sydnee Dickson, Deputy Superintendent, State Office of Education, spoke to the bill.
Mr. Jay Blaine, Utah Education Association, spoke against the bill.

MOTION: Rep. Eliason moved to move to the next item on the agenda. The motion passed
unanimously with Rep. Fawson, Rep. Gibson, Rep. Hutchings, and Rep. McCay absent for the vote.

H.B. 360 Utah Education Amendments (Rep. L. Christensen)
Rep. Christensen explained the bill to the committee.

Mr. Brad C. Smith, Superintendent, State Office of Education, spoke to the bill.
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MOTION: Rep. Snow moved to replace H.B. 360 with 1st Sub. H.B. 360. The motion passed
unanimously with Rep. Fawson, Rep. Gibson, and Rep. McCay absent for the vote.
