H.B. 255 Condominium Ownership Act Amendments (Rep. M. Schultz)

1. Page 7, Lines 206 through 210:

206 (2) An association of unit owners shall, according to each unit owner's respective

207  percentage or fractional undivided interests in the common areas and facilities[-];

208 (a) distribute the property's common profits among the unit owners;
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209 (b)  _except as otherwise provided in the declaration for unconstructed

units, assess the unit owners the property's common expenses; and

210 (c) make voting rights available to the unit owners.

The motion passed unanimously with Rep. Dunnigan absent for the vote.

MOTION: Rep. Webb moved to pass out favorably H.B. 255. The motion passed
unanimously with Rep.
