with a hospital to establish reimbursement rates.  

 

2. Page 16, Lines 467 through 468: 
  

         467  (b)  Subject to Subsection (11)(d), a workers' compensation insurance carrier or 
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        468 self-insured employer may contract  , either in writing or by mutual verbal agreement,   

with a hospital to establish reimbursement rates.

     (h) the efficacy of managed care for dental services under Medicaid.   

    4377  (2)  A final report, including any proposed legislation, shall be presented to the 

    4378   Business and Labor Interim Committee before November 30, 2016.
