42 (2)  To address the serious public  health concern of life-altering and

life-threatening opioid

43 abuse and overdose, and to achieve the purposes of this chapter and as described in

Section 
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2. Page 2, Lines 53 through 55:

53 (a)  develop a  monitoring  system that gathers and reports to prescribers and{ }

dispensers

54 the progress and results of their individual access and review of the database, as provided

in

55 this section; and 

3. Page 3, Lines 67 through 71:

67 58-37f-701.   Immunity from liability.

68 An individual who has submitted information to or accessed and reviewed the

database

69 in accordance with this [section] chapter may not be held civilly liable for [having

submitted

70 the information] such actions,  or lack of action, which are protected and are not

subject to civil discovery, as

71 provided in Section 58-37f-302.
